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The outcome of excellent Religious Education is to produce religiously literate and engaged young people
who have the knowledge, understanding and skills — appropriate to their age and capacity — to reflect
spiritually, and think ethically and theologically, and who are aware of the demands of religious
commitment in everyday life.
The curriculum explores Catholic belief and teachings through four lenses:

e Hear —we will listen to the Word of God through scriptures and the living tradition of the Church.

o Believe —we will learn what Catholics believe and where their beliefs come from.

o (Celebrate — we will learn how Catholic practice their faith through worship and prayer.

e Live —we will explore examples of how Catholics live and act as disciples of Christ.

Pupils will develop many skills in RE throughout the course and we focus on the following ways of knowing:
e Understand: a deep understanding of the meaning and importance of religious beliefs, teachings and ways of
life
e Discern: the ability to think critically and creatively about religious beliefs, teachings and ways of life
e Respond: reflect personally on what they have learnt and how this might apply to their lives and the lives of

others
